In May 2008, the camp was debt free after completing the Sprecher Lodge Project (open in June 2007) for
$220,000 and paying off a mortgage for the house and property purchased in November 2006 for $398,000.

We then launched the Lutz Lodge Project (completed in June 2009) at a cost $330,000 of which $65,000 had
to be covered by a loan taken prior to completion. As of today ...

$1,054 is the total amount needed to pay off this current loan and again be debt free.

What an amazing testimony of God’s provision to a small camp in Northern Lancaster County. What an ex-
citing confirmation that the work being done “up on the hill” is making an eternal impact in the lives of both
campers and volunteers. What a tremendous encouragement to the staff, board and friends of Camp Con-
quest as we continue to pursue God’s will for what is next at this unique ministry of evangelism and disciple-
ship in the camp setting.

In the midst of all this extra giving toward Lutz Lodge, the general fund giving has been equally encourag-
ing. Individual general fund gifts, contributions to Ken’s missionary support and Church gifts were all at re-
cord highs this year. In light of our tough economic times, this can be nothing other than God’s blessing of
Camp Conquest.
